The Lord’s Supper: Are You Being Nourished?

The Lord Jesus Christ established the Lord’s Supper meal.
We are to celebrate this meal in remembrance of His body
given for us and His blood shed for us until He returns (1
Cor. 11:24-25). At EP, we come to the Lord’s Table
monthly. As with any other meal, we come to be
nourished. But in the case of the Lord’s Supper we come
to be nourished spiritually, not physically. In establishing
this regular meal for our spiritual nourishment we see yet
another instance of the love of God for us. John Calvin
said famously that God the Father nourishes us as His
children in this meal, assuring us of His everlasting
generosity. ! To help us come to the Lord’s Table I will
pose two questions. First, how does the Lord’s Supper
nourish us spiritually? Second, how should we come to
the Lord’s Supper?

How is it that we are nourished in the Supper?

In the Lord’s Supper the bread and the cup are tangible
signs to awaken our senses to the grace of Christ crucified
and risen for us. We are visibly and sensibly reminded of
Christ’s ministry for us. When joined together with the
Word of God, our faith latches on to Christ in the Supper
in the way that we latch on to Him in the Word. With
faith fixed on Christ we are nourished spiritually as the
Holy Spirit ministers grace flowing from the benefits of
His crucifixion for us. We are reminded once again that
all of our salvation has been bought by the blood of Christ
and is secure forever. The Apostle Paul teaches that there
is real communion with the Lord Jesus Christ in the
Lord’s Supper (1 Cor. 10:16). Christ is present with us
spiritually by faith.

Some have stumbled by assuming that Christ’s body
and blood must be physically and literally present in the
Lord’s Supper. After all, Jesus declares, “This is My body,
which is for you. Do this in remembrance of Me” (1 Cor.

11:24). Christ said the same of the cup: “This cup is the cup
of the new covenant in My blood; do this, whenever you
drink it, in remembrance of Me” (1 Cor. 11:25). We can be
certain however, that Jesus did not intend us to think we
were physically eating of His flesh. Rather, He calls us to
remembrance in the meal: a reminder to focus our faith
upon Him as our crucified and risen Savior.

Prior to instituting the Lord’s Supper Jesus had used
this type of language to vividly portray the need for faith in
Him. In John 6:47 Jesus says, “I tell you the truth, he who
believes in me has everlasting life.” He then draws a parallel
between believing and eating. The point of the parallel is
that both are essential to living: believing in Christ is as
essential to possessing spiritual and eternal life as eating is to
living in this world. Jesus then says, “I am the living bread
that came down from heaven. If anyone eats of this bread,
he will live forever. This bread is my flesh, which I will give
for the life of the world.” John obviously does not want us
to think that Jesus intended us to think that we had to
literally “eat his body” for salvation. How can we be sure?
Because this is exactly what the unbelieving Jews did think!
“Then the Jews began to argue sharply among themselves,
‘How can this man give us his flesh to eat?”” (John 6:52). So,
the Holy Spirit ministers Christ to us in the Supper when we
come with our faith set upon Him. Augustine famously
said, “Believing is eating.”

We should also say at this point that the Lord’s Supper
is not a re-crucifying of Jesus. The writer to the Hebrews
makes this plain. Referring to the priestly ministry of Christ
he says, “But when this priest had offered for all time one
sacrifice for sins, He sat down at the right hand of
God” (Heb. 10:12).  So, the Lord’s Supper is not a re-
crucifying of Christ (Christ offered Himself once for all) nor
is it a physical eating of His body (which is seated at the right
hand of God). The Lord’s Supper is a communion with
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Christ through His Holy Spirit. Christ who reigns over all
things for the church (Eph. 1:22) communes really and
truly with us by His Holy Spirit (Rom. 8:9-11).

How should we come to tH
We can see already that we are to come in faith. We are to
come believing in Christ who gave the bread of His flesh
“for the life of the world.” Our faith is in Christ crucified
and risen for us. We cannot exist apart from the grace of
the Lord Jesus Christ. Genuine faith in Christ crucified
will be marked by a certain poverty of spirit. We realize
that we need Christ more than anything. We need His
forgiveness because of our sin, and we need His sustaining
grace to live in this world as Christians.

Do we need to be perfect! No. Martin Luther
observed if we were perfect we would not come to the
Lord’s Supper because it is for sinners. Calvin said that
we can come to the Lord’s Supper when “we feel our faith
to be imperfect and our consciences not so pure” provided
that we “hope for salvation in Christ and desire to live
according to the rule of the gospel.”?

So, come to be nourished by the Spirit of Christ in
the Lord’s Supper. Come with an awareness of your

poverty of Spirit. Come with assurance that Christ died
once for all sins. Come with confidence that your Father in
Heaven has lavished all His love on you in Christ. Come
knowing that when you take the bread and cup in this kind
eof fditlo the &pbris of (®dIvpllpméniste? to you just as surely as
He ministers to you when you receive the Word of God in
faith. Feed on Christ by faith and be satisfied in your soul.
Next time we will consider the importance of our
relationships with others when we come to worship and
when we participate in the Lord’s Supper.

Dinner ]

Each year when June rolls around, I am reminded of the
summer | spent working as a waitress at the Homestead
Restaurant in Asbury Park, NJ.

This was not my first shore working experience. It was my
third and last. Prior to arriving at the Homestead, a high school
friend and I had spent our college freshman and sophomore
summers waitressing at two shore hotels, one in Wildwood, the
other on Long Beach Island; so we knew what Jersey shore
dining rooms and kitchens were like. Or at least we thought we
did until the Homestead taught us otherwise.

This restaurant was owned and operated by a Greek couple
At the hotels where we had
previously worked, meals were served but at the Homestead

and was superbly managed.

meals were not just served, they were meticulously staged.
Breakfast was pretty much just breakfast but dinner was high
drama.

You entered the
Homestead directly from the boardwalk but the restaurant itself

First of all there was the setting.

was built out over the beach; so once inside, you could not fail
to notice the beautiful backdrop of the ocean waves rolling in

and under the pilings on which the building stood. Then
a hostess immediately showed you to a table covered with
a sparkling clean white tablecloth on which was neatly
lined up a full complement of good quality faux silverware
with an intricately folded cloth napkin in the area where
your entrée would later sit. Directly above the knife was a
stemmed water goblet. Directly above the dinner forks

was a bread and butter plate.

Once seated, the appropriately costumed cast began
arriving. The uniform clad waitress handed you a menu and a
white coated busboy swooped in and filled your water glass. All
this was overseen by the roving Greek husband who was ever at
the diner’s beck and call should anything in the meal go awry.

While you perused the menu, the boy with his silver
pitcher moved on to another table. The waitress disappeared
through the swinging door that took her from the serenity of the
dining room to the controlled mayhem of the kitchen and
quickly returned with rolls and butter. You, the diner, hardly
noticed her disappearance since you were not only reading the
menu but also being dazzled by the trays of colorful food
constantly whizzing by you.

Once your order was taken, the fun really began. So that
you would never feel unattended, another busboy sprang into
action. This one bore down on you with a tray filled with an
assortment of bread and butter plate sized salads: lettuce with a
tomato slice topped with a dollop of mayonnaise, a half peach
crowned with cottage cheese, and so on.

In most cases, before you could polish off your selected
salad, your appetizer arrived, either a fruit cup set off by a scoop
of bright orange sherbet with a perfect strawberry on top, or a
seafood cocktail featuring three large shrimp. Once again your
choice.

tables to serve has been dividing her time between floating
decorously around the dining room and flying like a maniac
around the kitchen under the watchful eye of the Greek wife who
sits by the door observing every item that leaves the kitchen to be
certain it is just so.

When your entrée finally arrives, it matters little that the
portions are small since you are now so stuffed with all that has
come before, not to mention waterlogged with beverage refills, you
quickly dispose of the main course in order to enjoy a few bites of
that incredible looking bright lemon or orange mousse pie you've
had your eye on throughout the meal. Then, meal ended, with a
contented feeling you make your exit from the restaurant with the
firm conviction you have just had an exquisite dining experience.

Thus, the Homestead Restaurant was a great success
on all levels. The Greek owners were masters of the
dramatic. They knew how to use color and presentation to
hold down costs. They also were well aware that food at
the Homestead was not Cordon Bleu but was nevertheless
good quality food. But most importantly, they realized that
the food itself had to be coupled with what surrounded it
and made into a pleasing dining experience.

It is interesting in studying the Scriptures to note how many
significant events in one way or another are associated with dining.
In Genesis 43:16-34 we read of the reunion dinner Joseph shared
with his half-brothers and his younger brother, Benjamin. We
know that it was a special meal since Joseph personally ordered an
animal slaughtered for the occasion. But of far more importance
than the actual food served at this dinner is the symbolic
significance of the meal. It is a visible symbol of Joseph’s
forgiveness of his half-brothers who sold him into slavery and his
love for his family and joy at seeing his younger brother Benjamin
once again.

There was quite a different theme in the lavish seven day
banquet of King Xerxes (Esther 1:4). This extravaganza followed
180 days in which Xerxes had been showing off his wealth and
glory and splendor.

The motive for this sumptuous display was clearly pride and
since “with pride comes disgrace” (Prov. 11:2) the king was about
to get his comeuppance. On the final day of the feast, having
indulged in too much wine, Xerxes reached for one last bauble to
present to the crowd, the great beauty of his queen. But when he
sent his eunuchs to fetch Queen Vashti, and she refused to obey
his command to don her crown and appear before his nobles, he
was to suffer the greatest injury that can be experienced by the

Her

prideful, public embarrassment, humiliation, and disgrace.
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refusal known to everyone overshadowed all that had preceded
it and turned Xerxes’ gigantic egotistical display of grandeur to
ashes. It also ended Vashti’s reign and opened the door for
Esther to become queen.

But Xerxes wasn’t the only king to indulge in too much
wine at a dinner and embarrass himself. King Herod at his own
birthday bash (Matthew 14:6-11) became so pleased by the dance
his wife’s daughter performed that he promised the girl anything
she desired, completely clueless that this rash statement would
lead to the death of John the Baptist.

How horrified his guests must have been when John the
Baptist’s head appeared before them on a serving platter. One
cannot imagine a more tragic or sickening end to a festive
occasion.

But in all of Scripture there is no more important and
significant meal than the one Jesus inaugurated at the last
supper He ate with His disciples prior to His crucifixion. For
the Christian there is no meal no matter how well prepared or
pleasantly served that can in any way compare to the importance

and significance of what we term the Eucharist or Communion.

When Christians partake of the two simple foods, wine
(fermented or non fermented) and bread, they do so with the
knowledge that unlike other meals, neither the quality of the
bread nor the vintage of the wine are of any consequence
whatsoever. What matters is the words of Jesus, “This (bread) is
My body given for you, do this in remembrance of Me. This cup is
the new covenant in My blood which is poured out for you.”
(Luke 22:19-20)

Of all the numerous meals of which we partake in our lives,
the Communion is the one that stands apart from all the others,
for it is the one that can only be consumed by those with a
repentant heart, a willingness to forgive others and a sincere
thankfulness for and remembrance of the supreme sacrifice our
Savior made in exchange for our redemption.

The Deacon's Bench

From time to time in recent months, we have alluded to
Dr. Tim Keller's insightful little book, "Resources for Deacons"
published in 1985 by the PCA's Committee on Christian
Education and Publications. It is filled with valuable ideas and
principles about the organization and operation of a board of
deacons - especially with respect to mercy ministry. Some items
from the second chapter, "Organizing for Diaconal Ministry",
warrant sharing with you. Perhaps they will shed some light not
only on what we do, but how and why we do it.

Keller first reviews the history of Diaconal ministry. In the
early church, deacons actively visited in their communities,
looking for the sick, the poor, the widows and the orphans to
whom they might minister. But, by the Middle Ages, deacons
had become mere assistants to the priests, helping with the
worship rituals. They were less directly involved in people's lives
and more distant from the original biblical mandate to
serve. Among the reformers, only John Calvin called for the
reestablishment of the Diaconate's biblical ministry - the
ministry of mercy.

Providentially, the contemporary reformed church (the
PCA in particular) has addressed that call by urging its
congregations to elect as deacons men of "character" (that is,
men who are realistic and practical, honest, simple in their
lifestyle, their
experienced in their faith) and men of "gifts" (specifically, willing

self-controlled, a leader in families and
to serve, giving and able to administer).

Keller then identifies four (4) areas in which the work of
deacons is to take place.

1. The area of MERCY - This includes meeting physical
and economic needs both inside and outside the congregation;
visiting the sick, the poor, the elderly, single parent families; and

helping individuals and families in emergencies.

2. The area of STEWARDSHIP - The Diaconate should
encourage and promote liberal giving by the congregation, then
collect and distribute these gifts wisely; stewardship education,
counting, recording, depositing and reporting funds are included
under this heading.

3. The area of PROPERTY - The Diaconate is responsible
to keep all the properties of the church in good repair and
maintenance, and to control their use.

4. The area of HELPS - The Diaconate should strive to
accomplish the practical tasks and errands that are entailed in the
day-to-day, ongoing programs of the church, such as ushering,
setting up equipment and furniture, etc.

Although these duties are not necessarily performed by
deacons, the deacons are responsible for their discharge.

The deacons have as much authority as the Session delegates
to them, Dr. Keller concludes. Elders are required by Scripture
and Presbyterian polity to delegate to the deacons the work of
mercy and stewardship. Deacons are not a separate legislative
body, says Keller (think Senate and House of Representatives), but
Although the elders may
overrule the deacons on any matter, a wise and godly Session will
The Session should,

however, routinely review all diaconal decisions and work.

function in harmony with the Session.
seldom overturn Diaconate decisions.

It is a fascinating chapter that has been reviewed here
without much commentary or discussion. Hopefully, it is clear
that the work of the Diaconate is multi-dimensional and involves
almost every aspect of church life. If nothing else, we hope that it
is obvious that we need your prayers and that we welcome your
support and your contributions.

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As has been the recent practice, the Session and
Diaconate met jointly before moving to their respective
meetings. Pastor Harvey open with prayer and led a devotion
based on Colossians 1:19. “For God was pleased to have all
his fullness dwell in him, and through him to reconcile to
himself all things....” Pastor’s focus was on prayer and that
Christ dwells in believers and we in Him. His challenge was,
since this is true, how many of us turn to Christ first in
prayer when faced with the daily challenges of life?

After the devotion, Pastor Harvey shared how
encouraged he is from receiving positive feedback about the
content and flow of the morning worship service. More
feedback and discussion was received about the morning
worship service from the leaders prior to moving to their
respective meetings.

After dealing with clerical matters, the Session was
pleased to hear the testimonies of Daniel and Christine
Ragonesi and accept them for membership.
